Vice Commodore’s
Report

Your board has adopted a
calendar of events and racing
instruction changes.

TIME LIMITS: Any boat
starting 30 minutes or more
after the starting signal
except for a boat that is
restarting will receive a
DNS.(Change from 10
minutes).

ON RETIRING: If you retire
from a race or leave a race
course before you finish the
last race of the day, you shall
inform the Race Committee.

If you fail to do, 2 points will
be taken off your amassed
point for the season
(Formally you would receive
a DSQ disqualified).

SPINNAKERS AND OVER-
SIZED SAILS: before the
start or immediately after the
finish of races for the day,
you must check in with the
race committee and declare if
you have or have used a
spinnaker or an oversized sail
for THE DAY. This was
changed in 2002 but never
seemed to reach the record
books! YOU MAY SAIL A
SPINNKER AT ANY TIME
WITHOUT PRE-
NOTIFICATION BUT
MUST BEFORE THE DAY
IS OVER DECLARE. (so at
9 AM when the winds aren’t
up you don’t have to declare
at the skippers meeting what
you will be doing 3+ hours
later../But DO DECLARE
LATER.

At the second meeting we
discussed and changed the
Scoring system. KBSC will
now use a low point where
award the winner his place in

points. First gets 1, second
gets 2 and so on.

WHY:: We are trying to
stimulate racing in the club.
As far as racing weekends |
hope to have the 2™ week of
the month to be for Triangles
with no changes. The 4"
week of the month | hope to
introduce the PURSUIT
RACE but it will be up to
you and vote at the skippers’
meeting.

Pursuit Race.... No Race
Committee or regular
committee boat race with
volunteers w/ points on long
race. | will amass
coordinates to give start
times. | hope to award prizes
(new shackles etc) for each
race. But these races are from
your input at time of skippers
meeting. The last boat will
keep track of early starts and
signal “faults” for over

early. And when that boat
sounds a horn on her start all
eyes will be affixed for early
start!

The race will start as close to
the hour or ¥ hour as
possible to the start of a
Catalina 22. There will be
race instructions for when
you should start. 1t will be
painless to you as your start
time will be announced to
you at the skipper’s meeting.

If you are new to racing or
just wanted to engage in the
spectacle of racing sailboats
please come on board.
