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Minutes of the Board Meeting 3-16-10

The monthly board meeting of the Konocti
Bay Sailing Club was called to order on
Tuesday, March 16, 2010 at 19:02 hrs, in
the home of Doug and Kitty Jones. The
minutes of the last meeting were discussed
and approved as submitted.

Board members present: Commodore
Gary Jolley, Vice Commodore Paul Richard-
son, Secretary Ross Collins, Treasurer
Chet Britz, Rear Commodore Bob
Walmsley, Director Jim Westman, Direc-
tor John Coovert, Director Bob Robinson,
and Immediate Past Commodore Jim Carl-
sen were present.

Visitors present: Doug Jones,
Jones, and Julie Richardson

Treasurer’'s Report: Britz reported on
expenses and income. Motion by Richard-
son to approve the Treasurer's Report.
Seconded and carried as presented.

Vice Commodore Report: Richardson
reported on the upcoming Frostbite
Race to be held March 27™ Gary
Jolley has offered to run the Commit-
tee Boat and Richardson is working
with Walmsley to be sure the Commit-
tee Boat will be ready for the race.
Kitty Jones is including in the news-
letter a notice that we need volun-
teers for the various activities within
the club throughout the vyear.
Richardson also reported that he
spoke with the Lakeport Yacht Club
Vice Commodore recently and that
their VC was going to e-mail a race
schedule to him. Jolley also reported
about their regatta but has not re-
ceived information yet.

Unfinished Business:

Marina Projects: Walmsley reported
that he has gathered the material for
the fence project and will be working
with Bob Braito on the installation
details.

Committee Boat Repair: Walmsley
reported that he has purchased the
wood for making the repairs on the
Committee Boat and will start working
on the repairs this week.

Club House: Jolley reported that he

will start clearing out the trailer and
will get with Tony Braito about get-
ting the dumpster.

Club Handicap Committee: Carlsen
reported that the committee met and
determined that we will have an ‘A’
fleet and a 'B' fleet for season races.
The cutoff will be: 190 or less will be
in 'A" and 191 and above will be in the
'B' fleet. The reasoning was that the
Fraser 26 will be in 'B' and that they
should be kind of like a leader of the
‘B’ fleet and if anyone showed with a J
22 they would be in the ‘A’ group. For
the boats that are normally out there:
the Capri, Merit, Olson, J, Express,
etc, they will all be in the ‘A’ group,
everyone else will be in the 'B' group:
the Capri 26, Ranger, Catalina 27, and
Catalina 22. The frostbite will be a
flag start. Jolley reported that when
the points are determined at the end
of the year, they will be broke down
into two groups. Carlsen reported
that there was a request by Phil
Lovett to have a handicap modifica-
tion for his Soverel 33 in order to
stay relatively competitive with the
other boats, which will be taken under
review.

New Business:

K-Cup Update: Paul Richardson
spoke with Sinda Knight about the T-
shirts and the order has been placed.
He has a list of volunteers that we
need for the Konocti Cup and that list
will be going out with the newsletter
as well as e-mailing requests for vol-
unteers. He has also spoken with
Walmsley about the Committee Boat
and having it ready for the Frostbite
race. He will be talking with Tony
Braito about the boat inspections
down at the marina; Jolley reported
that he already spoke with Tony
Braito about the inspections. Jolley is
trying to get a second inspector as
well. The registration desk will be at
the Tiki hut Friday, Saturday at race
headquarters, the homeowners asso-

ciation.
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K-Cup  Sponsors:
Richardson reported
that Sinda Knight
was able fo get

as a sponsor. Jolley
reported that Bruno's will be sponsor-
ing with the wine, and will split the
cost. Ferndale Resort, Zino's, Fred
Rose, Jim Carlsen, and Julie Richard-
son have also sponsored, and waiting
for word from Kelseyville lumber.

Jim Carlsen reported on the new logo
for the new Konocti Cup hats, includ-
ing baseball caps, visors, and the out-
back hats, and got a quote for the
printing. Jim also reported that he
purchased 180 sets of flatware for
the club, and that we still have to pur-
chase tfable cloths. Jolley reported
that he has checked several locations
for the best prices. The initial costs
for purchasing these items will save
us money in the future. He got quotes
on catering the BBQ after the Cup
and decided that it would be much
cheaper to do it ourselves.

K-Cup Personnel Assistants: Collins
has volunteered to chair the BBQ
committee. There are 3 or 4 BBQ
pits at the race headquarter. We will
be offering hamburgers, hotdogs,
chili, potato salad, and chips. The
tickets will be $5 each which will get
you a plate and two drink tickets. One
ticket will get you a soft drink and
two tickets will get you a beer. There
will be more drink tickets sold during
the BBQ. John and Lori Coovert have
offered to help with the BBQ. Jolley
will be handling the Continental Break-
fast with the help of Lori Coovert.
Jolley also reported on the mussel
problem and anyone wanting fo par-
ticipate in the Konocti Cup that is
from a contaminated location should
be notified about their boat inspec-
tion.

The meeting adjourned at 19:50.
