Vice Commodoreõs Report 

The Frostbite race had great participation (13 

boats!), and lousy wind.  The light, fluky wind failed 

twice on the fleet during the course of the race 

and caused the race length to be shortened.  

Flashpoint , the Melges 24 skippered by Pat Brown, 

ran away from the fleet on the reach from the 

first mark to the second.  It was rounding the sec-

ond mark about the time that the wind in the cen-

ter of the lake died and stranded the rest of the 

fleet for the first time that day.  Flashpoint was 

caught by the calm winds up around the third 

mark, which ended up being the finish line for the 

race that day.  The rest of the fleet managed to 

pick up some wind near the shore around the sec-

ond mark, only to have it die again around Ander-

son Island.  Flashpoint  was more than an hour and 

fourteen minutes (corrected) ahead of the second 

place boat.  There were four DNF's and the other 

eight finishers were within a 27 minute 

(corrected) window when the wind finally came 

back up.  It was a long day, and more than one 

sailor was heard to say that they were the lightest 

winds that they had experienced on the lake.  

 

The Summer Series races got off to a tumultuous 

start on a VERY gusty April 10 th  Saturday.  Boats 

were getting knocked around by large gusts, and 

sporadic rain showers made for some cold condi-

tions.  We had seven boats to kick off the first 

race.  The Ultimate 20, Mo Jo , of John and Pre-

ston Todd was almost blown over, with Preston 

slipping through the lifelines and going into the 

lake for a very short period of time.  Close racing 

denied John the opportunity to point up when the 

gust hit the boat.  They opted to head for shore 

to tend to a small cut on Preston's finger and get 

some dry clothes and warmth.  This was a pointed 

reminder of just why we require life vests in all 

our club races, and reinforces the need to sail 

safely at all times.  Six boats finished that first 

race and the second one that was held before call-

ing it a day.  The J24, Orion , skippered by TJ 

Mickel won both of the races, followed by Steve 

Johnson in Good to Go, a Merit 25.  The other four 

positions were vied for between Jim Westman, Bud 

English, Chet Briz, and Jack McGreevy.  A blus-

tery, cold day for racing that demanded the most 

from skippers, crew, and boats.  

 

Preparations for Konocti Cup are starting to gel, 

but we still have a couple of positions open as I 

write this report.  All the major spots are covered, 

however, and I am just praying for the right 

amount of wind and abundant sunshine on the 24 th . 

 

There are still Committee Boat assignments that 

need to be filled for both the Summer Series 

races and the long races.  We also have some open 

dates for Event Hosting that need to have club 

members step up to fill them.
