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Vice Commodoreõs Report 

The Konocti Cup went off smoothly, thanks to the ef-

forts of many club members.  The trial use of Braito's 

Marina, the Tiki Hut, and the Buckingham Homeowner's 

Association Headquarters worked well, but there were a 

couple of points that will need refinement if we choose 

to continue with this format for the Cup.  I believe it 

could be considered a success from at least a logistic 

and social point of view.  I will leave it to the Treasurer 

to tell us if it was economically satisfactory.  
 

It appears that we will need to plan for an expanded 

BBQ on Saturday, to include an earlier start for the 

Half Cup finishers that show well before the end of the 

Full Cup race.  In addition, we will need to provide more 

food than we had available this year.  It proved to be 

very popular.  This may mean that we will need to raise 

the price, but I would hope to keep that raise to a mini-

mum, as I believe the price point was part of the at-

traction to the event this year.  The catering provided 

was excellent, but we need to nail down the time a little 

more precisely.  There was some confusion of the time 

on Sunday morning.

The May Summer Series 

races had a day of brisk 

winds.  There were eight 

boats for the first race, 

with Flashpoint , skippered 

by Pat Brown, retiring during 

that race.  The seven re-

maining boats sailed the sec-

ond race as well, and six 

boats stayed for the third and final race of the day.  

Orion , skippered by TJ Mickel, won the first race, and 

finished second in both subsequent races.  That boat is 

certainly showing strong to this point in the season, 

with two wins in the April races as well.  The second 

race was won by Lakota/SOB , skippered by òThe Corpo-
rationó.  They finished second in the first race and 

third in the third race.  The third race was won by 

Tranquility Base , skippered by òThe Mooniesó (I am not 
making this up, it is what was turned in on the results).  

They also finished the first two races in fourth place.  

Easily the most impressive performance of the day was 

turned in by a past Commodore, Jim Westman.  He was 

sailing single-handed, and finished with two thirds and a 

fourth place.  Lil' Bit (Chet Britz) , Yakkity Yak (John 

Rinehart) , and Knot Stressin'  (Julie Richardson) vied 

for 5 th , 6 th , and 7th  places, respectively.  
 

The Single -handed Race got off to a good start, with 11 

boats participating, and was progressing swiftly with 

brisk winds over a figure 8 course when a squall blew in 

over the Buckingham peninsula and wreaked havoc on 

the contestants and the Committee Boat.  The start was 

delayed 10 minutes to allow Phil Lovett in Mischief  to 

get up to the fleet from Doug Jones' place.  The start 

line was located just southeast of Weekend Island.  The 

first mark was set off of the shoal mark at Buckingham 

Point with a starboard rounding.  Mark 2 was in Paradise 

Cove, again with a starboard rounding.  Mark 3 was Dol-

lar Island, which was taken to port.  The final mark was 

set off of Gary Jolley's place, with a port rounding.  

The lead boat rounded Dollar Island right around minute 

45 in the race.  The first three boats were already 

around Dollar when the squall hit, so they were pretty 

well set to ride it out.  The rest of the fleet got ham-

mered with high winds, even higher gusts, and hail and 

horizontal rain.  Vision was obscured to the point where 

some of the skippers said they could barely see out of 

their cockpits, much less be aware of other boats.  It 

was a rough, tense 10 or 20 minutes, with boats scatter-

ing and dealing with staying upright, before thinking 

about whether to continue.  The Committee boat was 

moved about a quarter mile downwind, dragging anchor 

at a scary rate.  We were finally able to slow the move-

ment to a crawl by using the engine, but it definitely 

skewed the finish line.  Mike Haberski, in Irie , violated 

the start/finish line before he even knew he was on top 

of it.  That is one disqualification that was definitely 

understandable.  In all, 7 of the 11 boats finished the 

race.  I have sent a PDF of the results out to all Club 

members in a separated emailing.  Congratulations to 

Jim Carlsen for a well -deserved victory in Tranquility 
Base!  Steve Johnson finished second with Good To Go, 
and Jim Westman came in third on Sante .  Honorable 

mentions to ALL who raced, whether they finished or 

not, as retiring from this race showed discretion's role 

in valor very clearly.  
 

Another upcoming race is the Catalina Regatta on June 

12th , sponsored by the Catalina 25 -250 and Capri -25 

International Association, and open to all Catalina and 

Capri boats, regardless of size.
