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Vice Commodoreõs Report 

The Catalina 25 ð 250 & Capri 25 

International Association Re-

gional Regatta was held in the 

southern portion of Clear Lake 

on Saturday, June 12 th .  The 

morning weather at the Skip-

per's meeting prompted the decision to declare the 

race a òNo Spinnakeró race.  There was a wind advi-

sory out that specified 25 knots of wind with gusts 

to and above 40 knots, and it was easy to believe, as 

there were whitecaps at the entrance to Braito's 

Marina!  It was in effect until 5 pm, but stated that 

the wind should peak around 11 am.  We decided to 

postpone the start of the first race for an hour, un-

til 2 pm.  This turned out to be an oversafe decision, 

as the wind conditions by 2 pm had dropped precipi-

tously.  While not totally calm, the wind was spotty 

and changeable.  Two races were run with a total of 

13 boats participating.  The boats broke down into 4 

classes: Catalina 25, Catalina 250, Capri 26, and an 

Open class for the remaining four boats.  The course 

was a 3 mile, windward ð leeward layout, and we got 

two races in before calling it a day.  Thanks very 

much to the Committee Boat crew led by Chet Britz, 

and including T.J. Mickel, Rick Smith, and Rick 

McCann.  Benji , skippered by Ed Schweitzer, won the 

Catalina 25 class.  Rxcape, skippered by Michael Bol-

ger, won the Catalina 250 class.  Sante, skippered by 

Jim Westman, won the Capri 26 class, and Tranquility 
Base, skippered by Gary Jolley, won the Open Class.  

There was a BBQ held at the Tiki Hut afterwards, 

with Russ Johnson, the Association's Commodore, 

making the award presentations.  We also seem to 

have collected at least one new set of members, with 

Bruce and Robin Graves joining the club.  They had 

sailed their Catalina 250, Neverland , in the Regatta.  

Way to make them feel welcome, guys!  
 

At the June KBSC Board Meeting we changed the 

June 26th race back to a Long race format.  We had 

changed it at the May Meeting to the Triangles for-

mat, trying to keep the most races that counted for 

points available on the schedule.  What we did not 

account for was the fact that it seems that a lot of 

people plan their availability around the race sched-

ule, and were not happy with moving a points race day 

to a day that was not in the grand scheme of things.  

We also had not considered that we were removing a 

long race without providing a replacement.  If the 

members still feel that a Triangles weekend is 

needed by the end of the season, 

we can schedule one in Novem-

ber.  Michael Haberski is set to 

man the Committee Boat for the 

June 26 th  race.
