The best advice for starting a race:  DONõT GET 

BETWEEN A LEEWARD BOAT AND THE START-

ING LINE  

 

What is òbargingó?  Barging is approaching the 

starting line from a point to windward of the layline 

of the starboard or committee boat end of the line.  

While there is no specific òanti-bargingó rule, there 

are several parts of the Sailing Rules of Racing that 

relate to òbargingó and taken together make barging 

a poor strategy for making your start (and they ap-

ply to any point on the starting line).  

 

KBSC standing race rules require all competitors to 

comply with the Sailing Rules of Racing as follows:  

 

Part 2 WHEN BOATS MEET; Section A, 11 ON THE 

SAME TACK, OVERLAPPED 

When boats are on the same tack and overlapped, a 

windward boat shall keep clear of a leeward boat.  

 

SECTION C; AT MARKS AND OBSTRUCTIONS 

(room at the mark):  

Section C rules do not apply at a starting mark sur-

rounded by navigable water or at its anchor line 

from the time boats are approaching them to start 

until they have passed them.  

 

From the DEFINITIONS:  

Proper Course:  A course a boat would sail to finish 
as soon as possible in the absence of the other 

boats referred to in the rule using the term.  A 

boat has no proper course before her starting sig-

nal. 

 

Clear Astern and Clear Ahead; Overlap:  One boat is 

clear astern of another when her hull and equipment 

in normal position are behind a line abeam from the 

aftermost point of the other boatõs hull and equip-

ment in normal position. The other boat is clear 
ahead.  They overlap when neither is clear astern .  

However, they also overlap when a boat between 

them overlaps both.  These terms always apply to 

boats on the same tack .  They do not apply to boats 

on opposite tacks unless rule 18 (room at the mark) 

applies or both boats are sailing more than ninety 

degrees from the true wind.  

 

In the following drawing the yellow and green boats 

are barging since they are to windward and over-

lapped with the leeward boats and are required to 

stay clear of the leeward boats and they cannot 

demand room at the mark.  The leeward boats have 

no òproper courseó so they may luff head-to -wind 

and any and all overlapped boats to windward must 

stay clear even if that forces them over the start-

ing line or to tack away.  In this example the yellow 

boat is overlapped with the red, blue and green 

boats and must stay clear of all three.  The green 

boat is also overlapped with the red and must stay 

clear of her.  Failure of the yellow boat to stay 

clear doesnõt excuse the green boat and both can be 

penalized (a 360 degree turn or DSQ) for not keep-

ing clear.  Once the starting signal is given, the lee-

ward boat cannot sail above its proper course.  The 

leeward boat(s) must give the windward boat(s) 

òroom and opportunityó to keep clear so a hail (not 

required) of òcoming upó or similar is advisable.
